4. Approval of last meetings minutes: 19-3-25 minutes read by Chair, unanimously agreed as correct.
5. Finance: Cheques requested: SALC £265.44. Agreed
6. Insurance: Quotes not yet received. Clerk to circulate. Agreed
7. Planning Application: Reference:  25/01076/FUL  (validated: 28/04/2025)
Address:  Ripletts Cottage, Cleestanton, Ludlow, Shropshire, SY8 3EL
Proposal:  Conversion of existing annexe and further parts of adjoining barn to form separate dwelling
Applicant: Mr & Mrs Lester (The Ripletts , Cleestanton, Shropshire, SY8 3EL) Cllr Baylis has spoken to neighbours and their only concern is parking. Space is very restricted as on a narrow lane. View from the roadside will be unaffected, and footprint remains the same. Cllr Norgrove proposes support, seconded by Cllr Fanouraki. Clerk to draft comments for approval. If additional parking is needed applicant needs to ensure the vehicles are parked within the curtilage of the property and certainly off the highway as lorries need regular access to the farm beyond. Concerns that vehicles may need to reverse out onto highway.
8. Environmental Maintenance Grant: Work discussed. Cllr Whiteman proposes request the same, and spend £750/yr. Cllr Baylis proposes do more preventative work. Cllr Vigar proposes request the same. Previous work discussed, Blackford drains blocked. Cllr Baylis proposes request £500 grant and match it, Cllr Powell seconds, and agreed.
9. Blackford Chapel Future Cllr Fanouraki explains the proposal of a Columbarium, so convert for community and public to store their ashes. For 20yrs plus so there is concern that in the long term who would maintain it and fund it. Mrs Grania Reed proposed Cllr Price proposes that at the meeting Monday a final decision on whether to action this idea needs to be made. The graveyard could be leased to the PC but then it would need maintaining. Perhaps Gods Acre could assist. Cllr Vigar would like clarification on whether family can maintain family graves when its sold? Cllr Powell wants it ensured that graves are maintained and respect continues for those buried. Option of PC leasing it discussed. Cllrs propose PC contact Methodist church to find out the cost of the PC leasing the graveyard, Agreed. Look into insurance too. Need to know the length of the lease, terms of lease and actions if the terms of lease are not met. Community asset register discussed which would delay the sale for 6 months to allow financing plans and business plans. Cllr Baylis proposes PC should be willing to register the chapel as a community asset if there is a community group wanting to proceed with it. 
10. Reports from members Cllr Stanford reports: He is Shropshire Councils Corvedale Division Cllr. His contact details will be published in the Corvedale News. He welcomes comments and concerns. Cllr Price thanks the candidates for attending the Hustings event. Both Claire and Colin, but disappointment with other candidates not attending. Cllr Dahn reports on the village hall: Doing well with successful events and a bingo coming up on 6th June. Haytons Bent to Hopton Cangeford road closure is appalling. Parish Paths Partnership have put a new wicket at the Pound. Cllr Vigar request public give them more work requests to action.
