1. Public invited to speak on any issues: None
2. Declarations of interest: None
3. Approval of last meetings minutes: 24-1-24: circulated and unanimously agreed as correct.
4. Finance: Cheques requested: SALC membership 
5. Insurance: Zurich renewal £167.44, Clear Company minimum would be £295.86. Cllr Baylis proposes Zurich renewal and Cllr Norgrove seconds. Agreed
6. Environmental Maintenance Grant: discussed. Clerk to chase invoice, clerk to request insurance document for PC evidence. To be an item for next meeting
7. D-Day landing celebrations: Cllr Whiteman is hosting a Beacon. V.Hall are having a film on 6th June. Thanks given for both.
8. Notice Board Replacements: Hopton Cangeford and Cleedownton need attention. Cllr Powell, Cllr Baylis and Cllr Norgrove to action. Cycle parking to be created at the village hall; clerk to get revised quote from Mr. A. Clayton.
9. Reports from members: Cllr Motleys report: circulated via email. Shropshire Council had to find £62m. Child and adult social care, homelessness and refugees. More children with educational needs; need transport to special schools which can often be via private taxi which is expensive. Other Councils are taking out S114 Notices which leads to Commissioners being sent in to close down non-statutory services.  Boundary review: Cardington is coming into the Corvedale division from May 2025.  Fix my street working well for highway repairs but have a long list of repairs to get through. Service delivery is more expensive in rural areas but is not reflected in Government finance settlements. Virtual wards introduced: monitors available and up to 60 patients have staff monitoring them and virtual reminders so if there are no responses it is flagged up for staff to visit. Cllr Dahn reports a successful village hall year. SALC meeting talked of retrospective applications, and that enforcement notices can’t be anonymous. The fire service is recruiting for Craven Arms. Local Nature Recovery Strategy has a map of the area showing biodiversity. Biodiversity Net Gain as a project where land must be set aside for 30years is concerning. Shropshire Lord Deputy Leiutenant talked of County Honours and that nominations should be made before retirements. They are interested in attending a meeting; Autumn suggested as most suitable. Chairmans meeting: Rural housing enabler to get more affordable housing into rural areas. Cllr Vigar raised the comments she previously made on the circulated Health and Wellbeing survey. She objected to the inclusion of 'non-binary' on this purportedly medical survey. Cllr Motley said that she would look into it.
Concerns of the standing water coming from near telephone exchange. Leak and large hole opposite Mr Bodenhams. Overgrown hedge around Severn Trent station. Chair to action low ash tree near telephone exchange. Kinsen bank potholes. From village hall 2 or 3 potholes. Hackstone Lane from main road into Cleestanton village. From t-junction to Blackford. Blocked drains at Kinsen Cottage. Dumpy bag full of garden waste and bits of metal near Bockleton Farm drive.
