Tina Ranson: Talk on behalf of Brown Clee Medical Practise Community Committee which requested donations for relevant Parish Councils. There are approximately 4000 patients. Drs would like to retire but theres a shortage of Drs. The new Dr would need to buy the building which makes it less attractive. A community group was set up to investigate options available. Request put to PC for about £100 as a seed fund donation. They will then apply for assistance eg. to the community ownership fund for £250,000. Integrated care board would alternatively take over management if the building isn’t bought. Example is Highley is run by Bridgnorth practise but in the Highley building. Public 1: Is there a timetable for whe the money must be found? Preferably before the current Drs retire. The rent is £34,000/yr. 10% must be kept aside for building maintenance. Building value is estimated at £500,000. There are Community Ownership roadshows coming up: 27-9-23 at Diddlebury. 30-9-23 at Ditton, 10-10-23 at Chorley. Please see website or V.Hall notice board.
